From the Table above, we could see the latest statistics on the overall rice industry, 

such as the total hectareage of rice cultivation, the comparative rice production levels 

for the years 2007 and 2008, the average yield per hectare as well as the total rice 

imports over the years 2007 and 2008. 
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Planted Area and Production of Rice for All Seasons by State 
            

 

The Table above showed the production levels of rice for all the states in Peninsular 

Malaysia plus those in East Malaysia, over the period of 2004 till 2008.  Attention has 

to be placed on the states of Kedah and Kelantan as the two largest rice granaries 

MADA and KADA (as used in this research) were located there.   

 

Overall Average Rice Yield  
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The Table above exhibited the national average yield for each of the years 2003 till 

2008 as well as the average yield for both the main season and off season.  

Additionally, it provided the average yield for each rice granary in Peninsular Malaysia, 

noticeably, for the MADA and KADA granaries.  It could be observed that for both 

these granaries, there has been a steady increase in the average yield for all the years 

except for the year 2006 in which MADA’s yield decreased by 14% (due to the floods) 

and for KADA in the year 2005 where the yield dipped slightly by 3%.
