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ABSTRAK

Kajian ini memokus kepada usaha pentadbir British menangani penularan
tiga penyakit tropika iaitu penyakit beri-beri, malaria dan penyakit usus di Negeri-
negeri Melayu Bersekutu antara tahun 1896 hingga 1914. la didekati dengan
melihat faktor penularan penyakit, kawasan dan kelompok sasaran serangan

penyakit dan langkah pengawalan yang dilaksanakan oleh British.

Sebagai latar belakang kajian, perbincangan akan menyentuh secara
sepintas lalu pentadbiran British dan masalah kesihatan yang wujud di Negeri-
negeri Melayu Bersekutu dalam tempoh 1874-1914. Perkembangan ekonomi
dan kemasukan buruh asing merupakan faktor utama berlakunya penularan
penyakit yang serius di kalangan penduduk khasnya golongan imigran. Oleh itu,
British memperkenalkan perkhidmatan kesihatan dan perubatan Barat sebagai

menangani permasalahan yang wujud.

Seterusnya, kajian ditumpukan kepada "penyakit beri-beri, malaria dan
penyakit usus untuk melihat' usaha-usaha pengawalan yang dilaksanakan oleh
British. Untuk itu, faktor penularan penyakit, kawasan dan kelompok sasaran
serangan penyakit menjadi asas perbincangan setiap penyakit. Tumpuan utama
diberikan kepada langkah pengawalan penyakit yang dilaksanakan oleh British
dengan mengkaji peranan tenaga perubatan negeri, kakitangan Institut

Penyelidikan Perubatan dan Kerajaan Persekutuan.



ABSTRACT

The research focuses on the effort taken by British to prevent the spread
of three tropical diseases, mainly beriberi, malaria and bowel complaints in the
Federated Malay States between 1896-1914. The colonial administrator's efforts
to eradicate these diseases is examined by studying the factors which led to the
spread of the disease, the areas and groups which were affected by the disease

and the measures taken by British to eradicate the diseases.

The discussion begins by tracing the advent of British rule and the health
problems that existed in the Federated Malay States between 1874-1914. The
economic development and the presence of foreign labourers were pertinent
factors for the spread of serious diseases among inhabitants especially the
immigrants. This led to the introduction of health service and western medicine

by the British to overcome the problems.

The research then focuses on the main diseases, namely beriberi, malaria
and bowel complaints to study the preventive measures taken by the British. The
crux of discussion of each disease would be on the factors that lead to the
spread of the disease; the area and the target groups. The emphasis is on the
preventive measures taken by the British and the role played by the state
medical agencies, the Institute for Medical Research and the Federal

Government.
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
