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Abstrak

Matlamat Tesis ini ialah untuk mengkaji penghayatan agama (Islam) di kalangan
India Muslim di Masjid India, Jalan Masjid India Kuala Lumpur, khasnya mengenai
aktiviti-aktiviti keagamaan mereka seperti solat, bacaan al-Qur’an, zakat, puasa,
dakwah, kuliah agama, tradisi atau adat resam dan lain-lain yang berkaitan dengan

ajaran Islam.

Sebagai rumah ibadah, masjid mempunyai peranan yang sangat penting dalam
kehidupan Islam. Semenjak kedatangan Islam sehinggalah ke hari ini, masjid tidak
hanya berfungsi sebagai pusat ibadah atau sembahyang semata-mata, bahkan ia
berfungsi sebagai pusat pendidikan, mahkamah, perawatan atau kecemasan, sosial,

politik, seni bahkan sebagai pusat keperluan tentera.

Masjid India telah didirikan semenjak 1863M berupa pondok atap kayu dan
kemudian diubahsuai dan dibangun semula pada tahun 1945 dan 1964. la dapat
menampung lebih daripada 3500 jemaah. Masjid India terletak di tempat yang strategik,
di tengah-tengah bandaraya Kuala Lumpur. Apa yang menarik, walaupun biasanya
Kerajaan Malaysia memberi bantuan untuk membiayai pengurusan masjid-masjid,
tetapi institusi swasta ini mendapat bantuan atau sumbangan asas daripada jemaah
masjid dan penderma-penderma  lain. Kebanyakan jemaah Masjid India adalah
masyarakat India Muslim daripada sekitar wilayah Kuala Lumpur. Masjid ini menjadi

terkenal bukan hanya kerana gaya bangunannya tetapi kerana jemaah India Muslim,



aktiviti-aktiviti dan lokasinya yang strategik. Islam sebagai agama yang universal
menafikan konsep fahaman fanatik “perkauman”. Mungkin pengaruh pengakuan Islam
bahawa tidak ada Tuhan selain Allah ialah faham universalisme. Semua manusia dalam

pandangan Tuhan adalah khalifah di atas muka bumi ini.

Jelaslah bahawa, ancaman terbesar bagi universalisme dan juga Islam ialah
particularisme, iaitu pandangan yang menganggap bahawa sebahagian  orang
mempunyai nilai perbezaan kemanusiannya lebih daripada kelompok agama lain.
Sebenarnya, kefahaman setiap manusia berbeza antara satu dengan yang lain adalah
kata-kata sudah basi. Memang terdapat pelbagai perbezaan. Sebahagiannya wujud
secara semula jadi, seperti warna, bentuk, dan kulit. Selain itu terdapat pula yang secara
semula jadinya tetapi mungkin dapat diubah seperti berat, penampilan, bahasa dan
tradisi atau adat resam. Selain itu seperti kebijaksanaan, visi, bau, rasa dan daya ingatan,
mungkin dapat dipelajari tetapi amat sukar untuk menerima perubahan. Tidak dapat
dinafikan bahawa semua perbezaan-perbezaan tersebut mungkin merupakan ukuran

nilai untuk membuat perancangan dan mentadbir suatu masyarakat dan kehidupannya.

Masyarakat India Muslim di Kuala Lumpur adalah satu daripada contoh bahawa
Islam mempertahankan keharmonian di kalangan umat Islam berbilang bangsa yang
berasaskan ukhuwwah Islamiyyah. Mereka mengamalkan ajaran Islam dan tradisi atau
adat resam mereka sendiri di negara Malaysia yang berbilang kaum ini. Mereka juga
menyumbang kepada umat Islam, keharmonian di Malaysia semenjak kedatangan I[slam

di Nusantara. Masjid India adalah bukti bahawa mercka menjadikannya sebagai pusat




pusat kegiatan agama, pendidikan, sosio-ekonomi dan adat resam.

Akhirnya, pengkaji, menggariskan bahawa tidak ada perbezaan yang penting

dalam penghayatan Islam di kal mereka. Contohnya, solat sebagai kewajiban

mutlak bagi setiap Muslim dan merupakan salah satu daripada rukun Islam yang lima
telah menjadikan suasana Masjid India kelihatan makmur dan meriah, kerana jemaah
Masjid India sentiasa mengerjakan solat fardhu lima waktu secara berjemaah pada
setiap waktu solat. Institusi masjid, adalah simbol cabaran bagi globalisasi dan
kehidupan sekular, ia merupakan semangat dalam rangka mengekalkan kepercayaan

agama dan pembangunan manusia yang sempurna (insan kamil)
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Abstract

The purpose of this thesis is to study the religious experience of the Indian
Muslim in Indian Mosque, Masjid India Street Kuala Lumpur, especially, their religious
activities such as salat (prayer), reciting of the Holy Koran, zakat (wealth sharing),
puasa (fasting), dakwah (Islamic missionary), religious speech, tradition or custom and

many others which deal with Islamic teaching

A Mosque is a Muslim house of worship that plays very important role in
Muslim life. Since the beginning of Islamic history up to now, the function of mosque is
not only the place for worship or prayer but also the centre of education, judicial,

medical and emergency, social, political, economic, arts and even for military purposes.

Masjid India (Indian Mosque) began in 1863 as a wood and arap hut and later
on renovated and rebuilt in 1945 and 1964. The new mosque could accommodate a
congregation of more than 3,500 people and it is located in a strategic place, in the heart
of Kuala Lumpur City. What is interesting is that even though the Malaysian
government subsidizes the operational costs of other mosques in Malaysia, but this
private institution is supported primarily by membérs’ contribution and public
donations. Most of the congregation in this mosque are Indian Muslim from around
Kuala Lumpur. The mosque becomes popular not only because of the Indian
architecture but also the Indian Muslim congregation activities and the strategic

location of the mosque



Islam as the universal religion denies the concept of “ethnocentrism”. Perhaps
the greatest implication of the confession of islam that there is no God but Allah is its
universalisme. All humans in its view are God’s vicegerents on earth. All are under
moral obligation and they are subjected of one another’s moral action. Obviously, the
greatest threat to this universalisme and hence to Islam, is ‘particularism’, the view that
some people are to value their distinction from the rest of humankind more than their
communion. That humans do in fact differ from one another is a platitude. There are
kinds of differences, however. Some are natural, like color, shape, and complexion.
Others are natural but may be changed at will, such as weight, appearance, language,
and customs. Others like intelligence, vision, smell, taste, and memory, may be
cultivated but are less amenable to deliberate change. Undeniable as all these
differences may be, the point worth, thinking is planning and organizing one’s society

and life.

Indian Muslim community in Kuala Lumpur is reflects that Islam preserves the
harmony among the colorful Islamic Ummah which is based on Islamic brotherhood.
They practice Islamic teaching and their own custom in the Multi-ethnic country,
Malaysia. They contribute to the Islamic Ummah, harmony and tolerance in Malaysia
since the beginning of Islam in Malay Archipelago. Indian mosque is the proof that they
make it as the centre of their religious activitics, education, social-economy and

customs.

Finally, we find that there are no significant differences in their religious
practice. Salat as a absolute commandment of God imposed upon all Muslim and one of
the very aspect of the five pillars of Islam becomes a beautiful panorama in this
mosque, because almost all of the congregation are Muslim Indians from around Kuala
Lumpur take part in every prayer’s time. The institution of the, Indian Mosque, is a
symbol of challenge to globalization and secular life, and a spirit in order to ensure

religious belief and to develop the better man (insan kamil) and ummah.
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
